Amendment to the vote of May 15, 2019: Regarding a contract with Sasaki Architects, P.C. to
provide design and construction administration services associated with the Boston City Hall and
Plaza Renovations project located at 1 City Hall Square.

Increase of $2,291,896
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That the vote of this Commission at its meeting of July 18, 2018 and, thereafter, amended on
May 15, 2019 regarding a contract with Sasaki Architects, P.C. to provide architectural design
and construction administration services associated with the Boston City Hall and Plaza
Renovation project;

be, and hereby is, amended as follows:

By deleting the following words and figures: “at a cost not to exceed $8,126,400, including
$3,100,000 for additional services, which is a fixed fee of 8.24% based on an estimated
construction cost of $61,000,000.” and substituting in place thereof the following words and
figures: “at a cost not to exceed $10,418,296, including $4,007,661 for additional services, which
is a fixed fee of 8.24% based on an estimated construction cost of $75,000,000.”

AND, FURTHER VOTED: The Director is also authorized to execute such amendment, in the
name and on behalf of the Commission, upon receipt of said written authority from the Mayor.

NOTE: Brian Melia addressed the Commission and provided an overview of the project.

NOTE: Chair Craven thanked Brian for his presentation. She then asked if Commissioner
Mammoli had any questions.

NOTE: Commissioner Mammoli stated, “No questions. I want to compliment PFD on this job.
