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2016-2017 DESIGN PROCESS SUMMARY
 

• Friends of Coppens Square Meeting 1 (Nov. 21, 2016): CBA met with the 
Friends of Coppens Square (FOCS) and presented a Site Analysis, precedent 
images, possible program elements, and discussed preliminary Schematic 
Design ideas.

• Public Meeting - Meeting 2 (Jan. 30, 2017): The FOCS and CBA introduced 
the project to the public, including the history of the site and the existing 
fountain CBA presented “feature”  type alternatives, such as a fountain or 
sculpture. A traditional style fountain was chosen as the preferred feature.

• Friends of Coppens Square Meeting 3 (Feb. 22, 2017): CBA presented 4 
design options for the site showing different locations for the fountain. 
Keeping the proposed fountain in the same location as the existing fountain 
was chosen as the preferred option.

• Friends of Coppens Square Meeting 4 (March 2, 2017): CBA presented the 
fi nal illustrative design including: fountain type, site furnishings, lighting, 
planting, and a schematic cost estimate. CBA reviewed this plan with the 
FOCS committee and incorporated any changes discussed into the fi nal plan.
